Processing does not affect the unique properties of Accoya® wood, as it is modified throughout and

not leachable. It is relatively easy to process and can be compared to profiling a soft wood species. No
special tools are required for cross cutting, ripping, planing, routing and drilling. Sanding before finishing
is rarely required.

Class C (ASTM E84). Accoya® wood can be fire-treated to meet higher requirements.

Both load bearing and non-load bearing applications have been tested using adhesive systems related
to laminating, finger jointing and frame corner joints. While good results can be achieved with most
common adhesives, PU, epoxy and PRF adhesives give the best results. Gluing with MUF is not
recommended.
